1.1 [bookmark: _Hlk485917233]The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing.
1.2  The YNZ Safety Regulations Part11, Category 3 shall apply.
[bookmark: _Hlk485917386]Between sunset and sunrise the International Regulations for Preventing    Collisions At Sea Rule 20 will apply. This replaces relevant parts of RRS Part 2.

[bookmark: _Hlk485917482]1.4    Racing rules 51 & 52 will be changed as follows:
                Rule 51 Movable ballast” is changed so that boats shall be nominated with “non movable ballast” or with “a canting keel” or “water ballast tanks”. A boat nominated with non-movable ballast and a boat with a lifting keel shall comply with Rule 51. Except as specifically allowed in the Sailing Instructions, lifting keels shall be locked except as specifically allowed in the Sailing Instructions, lifting keels shall be locked with ISAF Appendix K (www.sailing.org) and Yachting New Zealand Safety
          Rule 52” Manual Power” shall not apply. Shorthanded boats may use autopilots   or     other automated steering systems.
          The changes will appear in full in the sailing instructions. The sailing instructions   may    also change other racing rules.

2 ADVERTISING
Boats shall be required to display advertising chosen and supplied by the organising authority. If this rule is broken, World Sailing Regulation 20.9.2 applies. [DP]
3 ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY
3.1   The event is open to Monohull and Multihull yachts which have a valid category 3 Safety Certificate and comply with the divisions listed below.
         Division 1, (Non Racing) Classics Yachts and Classic Launches 
         Division 2 Keelers, 0.800 PHRF or above; 
         Division 3 Keelers, 0.799 PHRF or below; 
         Division 4, Shorthanded Keelers; 
         Division 5, Multihulls;  
         Division 6, Cruising; 
         Class divisions are subject to a minimum or five entries.

3.2 The Race Committee reserves the right to decide on the eligibility of any entrant.

3.3     Eligible boats may enter by completing the attached entry form and sending by scanned   email to office@yacht.org.nz  and Bank deposit of entry fees to the TYPBC bank account, ANZ Bank Tauranga 01-0434-0082955-00 by Friday 19th March 2021.

3.4  Late entries, accompanied by the late entry fee may be accepted by the Race Committee until 1700hrs Wednesday 24th March 2021. All documents must be received by this date for it to be a valid entry.
3.5    To be eligible to compete in this event the Owner or the Skipper shall be a financial member of a club recognised by their national authority.

5.1  Briefing: At RNZYS Westhaven Auckland. Skippers MUST attend
   Classic yachts, Cruising division, Classic launches and Support craft; 0730 Friday 26th March 2021

5.2    Start Times
 Fleet 1 Classic Yachts, Cruising division and Classic launches race to start at 0900 on Friday 26th Finishing near Mercury Cove or Kennedy Bay depending on weather conditions to be advised at the briefing   
           
          Fleet 1 will restart the race at 0800 on Saturday 27th March 2021 near Mercury Cove or Kennedy Bay to be advised at the briefing.
          Fleet 2 Modern yachts race to start 0900hrs Saturday 27TH March 20201

5.3      Prize giving will be held at the TYPBC Clubhouse on Sunday 28th March 2021 at
    1930hrs. Prize giving may be delayed at the discretion of the Race Committee if
    weather conditions dictate.

6.0 [bookmark: _Hlk486250634]      MEASUREMENT
6.1       Measurement is not required but each boat must hold a valid and current Cat 3 safety and all yachts a PHRF certificate, a copy of which must be attached to the boat’s entry form.

6.1      A boat shall comply with RRS 78.1 at all times while racing.

6.2      Random safety checks will be made.

7.0       SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
     The sailing instructions will be available on contest web site 2 weeks prior the start. 

8.0      RACE AREA
             The Race will be sailed in the coastal waters between Auckland and Tauranga.

9.0     THE COURSES
9.1      The race will leave the Westhaven start line, taking Channel Island to starboard   and the finish mark, Tauranga Port ‘A Beacon’, to starboard.

9.2       The following charts are required:
NZ 531, NZ 532, NZ 534, NZ 541, NZ 5412

10.0 SCORING
10.1    Each Division’s results will be scored on the corrected elapsed time.

10.2    The scoring will be using PHRF, or Multihull handicap as applicable. PHRF handicaps applied to the race shall be those published by Yachting NZ as at 1700 hours, Thursday 25 March 2021. 

11.0 RADIO COMMUNICATION
11.1 Competitors will be requested to report by VHF using channels to be specified in the Sailing Instructions. Reporting will be required at specified locations, likely to be Channel Island, Hole in the Wall, Slipper Island and Karewa Island.

11.2 Competitors are required to use the Predictwind GPS Tracking Service. To use the service, boats should carry a smart phone, with at least one additional smart phone as backup. It is recommended that all competitors test their tracking system at least one month before the event, and view the data on the predictwind tracking website.

11.3  RRS 41, OUTSIDE HELP, RRS 41(c) is changed to read as follows: Help in the form of information freely available to all boats and any publicly offered internet or broadcast weather information from sources available to all competitors, whether on a subscription or free basis is allowable. ALLOWABLE INTERNET SOURCED SERVICES RECEIVED BY A BOAT WHILE RACING MUST BE COMPUTER GENERATED AND NOT HAVE ANY DIRECT HUMAN INPUT FROM OUTSIDE THE BOAT. Competitors may use any means to retrieve the data. Accessing other information during the race will be considered a violation of RRS 41.

12.0 PRIZES
12.1     1st, prize will be awarded to divisions   2, 3, 4 and 5 and any additional class division. 2nd and 3rd prizes will be awarded if numbers permit. 
              4 entries in a division will be awarded 1st and 2nd   prize      
              5+ entries in a division will be awarded 1st, 2nd  and 3rd prize

12.2     Divisions 1 and 6 are eligible for spot prizes if they attend the prize giving.
 
12.3     Early Bird Prize: - All the boats that have entered and have completed all requirements of entry by 1700hrs 3rd March 2021 will be entered in this draw. 

12.4     All race entrants that attend prize giving will be eligible for spot prizes this includes the classic launches.   

13.0 INSURANCE
It is recommended each participating boat shall be insured with valid marine third-party liability insurance with a minimum cover of $5,000,000 per incident or the equivalent. 

14.0 DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY
Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See RRS 4, Decision to Race. The organising authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.
